	At Brenzett CE Primary we believe that ability to write is fundamental to our children succeeding; enabling them to access the next stage of their education and beyond. Our curriculum has been designed to ensure that pupils enjoy writing and have passion and enthusiasm for it. 

Our aim is to ensure that pupils write clearly, accurately and coherently; write in different styles and for different purposes and audiences; develop a wide vocabulary and a solid understanding of the grammar rules and terminology appropriate for their age group. 

Our curriculum has also been designed to ensure that pupils are able to express themselves creatively and to communicate effectively with others.
	Writing is an important part of our curriculum and is an integral part of all of our lessons. At Brenzett CEP Primary we teach writing through: 

Ensuring writing is purposeful: Each writing unit is planned in accordance with the national curriculum objectives, whilst considering the purpose of writing. High-quality texts are the focus of our discrete English lessons. Where possible ICT will be used, to improve children’s communication skills and to give a different platform to present / perform their work. 
The use of Power of Reading strategies ensures a consistent and systematic approach to teaching the skills of writing across all cohorts. This also means that children know what to expect when they change classes. Subject organisers are used to ensure that curriculum content is covered systematically and gives the pupils an awareness of what to expect each term. Not only do they help measure the improvement of writing through a sequence of work, they help each teacher carefully match planning to the needs of the class at that time. This links with the spelling and grammar progression that gives teachers a clear structure and links with the National Curriculum expectations for writing.
At the end of each writing sequence, children use what they have learnt to produce a ‘polished’ piece of writing that they have edited and redrafted into a finalised version.

A rigorous and consistent spelling approach is used: The National Curriculum spelling appendix is used from Year 2 onwards (once the RWI phonics programme is completed). For those children still needing phonics intervention, this is carefully planned for assessing their gaps. In KS2, children are taught spelling ‘rules’ from the national curriculum and this links with their phonetic learning from RWI where the sounds and related graphemes are still explicitly taught. 

Grammar and punctuation rules are taught both discretely and as part of English sequences of work to fit to the writing genre. In their medium-term planning, teachers carefully match the national curriculum objectives to writing genres, to ensure that new terminology being taught, can be applied in context. 

Vocabulary: children are taught new vocabulary to ensure that children’s vocabulary is continually improved, reviewed and an embedded part of their writing. 

Handwriting: As part of the RWI phonics programme, correct letter formation is taught and practiced each day. When children reach Year 1, they are taught to use cursive handwriting.

	Attainment in writing is measured consistently throughout the year. At termly assessment points, progress is tracked, using the Brenzett writing statements’, which have been taken from the National Curriculum. 

For those children who have yet to access the Year 1 statements, pre key stage statements are used. Termly moderations take place, to quality assure judgements made. These are either in house, or as part of a cluster of schools within the Aquila Trust.

End of Key Stage writing: teachers assess a selection of pieces of writing in Years 2 and Year 6, using this to inform reported Teacher assessment judgements. 
Exemplification materials are used to support judgements made. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar: For those year groups, using RWI spellings progress is assessed each half term to ensure that children are in the correct group for their ability. In Years 2 – 6 use SPAG assessments three times a year, combining all those skills based on assessments by PIXL. In year 6, old SATS assessments are used. 


In KS2, children are taught to self-correct, edit and improve their writing and that of others. Evidence of this can be found in books, in purple pen. 

Pupil voice: Response to different writing sequences is noted to help inform future teaching.

	· At Brenzett CE Primary, our intention is for children to:
· Express their opinions, articulate feelings, and listen to and respond appropriately in a range of situations.
· Participate with different groups of children to present ideas with confidence, valuing the views of others.
· Speak audibly and confidently before an audience (for example, when leading class and collective worship; when performing in school performances; and school visitors)

	Being orally literate is an important aspect of how children communicate and interact with the world around them. At Brenzett, we teach speaking and listening through:

Encouraging pupils to voice their ideas in small group and class discussions, as we recognise that sharing and explaining concepts with peers enhances learning. 

Staff modelling the use of a range of vocabulary within their speech and expanding children’s vocabulary is a school-wide priority. Subject specific vocabulary is embedded across the curriculum, through teacher modelling, in context and within subject organisers. Contextual learning helps children to understand new words and supports them in using in their writing. 

Staff modelling correct grammar in speech and encourage children to reflect this in their use of spoken and written language through the use of ‘my turn/your turn’ from RWI. Children are given the chance to orally rehearse ideas for writing regularly. 

Drama being used across the curriculum to explore and engage children in their learning. This gives children the change to embed vocabulary in shared activities. Each class leads a class celebration of their work once a year for parents, and pupils lead celebration on a weekly basis. Across the school, there are multiple pupil leaders, who are responsible, such as, sport’s leads, class ambassadors, eco team, worship leads and librarians. They are required to partake in discussions with adults and other visitors about their responsibility. 
Children in EYFS and KS1 perform a Nativity play each Christmas. KS2 take part in Young Voices and RSC across the academic year. 
	Pupils will be confident in the art of speaking and listening and to be able to use discussion to communicate and further their learning. They will also have a wide vocabulary and be adventurous with vocabulary choices within their writing.

In EYFS: children are regularly assessed against communication and language aspects of the framework to ensure they are meeting GLD requirements. 

Formative assessment and discussion in class with children is used to support assessment of children’s understanding of use of language across the curriculum.
Children are baselined with the use of Speech Link on entry to the school to assess their starting and reassessed after 6 months.
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
