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Phonics - We will begin to learn our set 2 sounds; ay,ee,igh,ow,oo,oo. Miss Pepler and Miss Twomey’s groups
will be developing their understanding of red ditty and ditty sheets which help us to speedy read and blend
words into sentences.
Literacy - In literacy we will be reading a book a week based around our topic ‘I need a hero!’ We will be reading
the books; A superhero like you, Firefighter,  Police officer, You can’t call an elephant in an emergency, Vet, The
ugly duckling.
Maths - In maths we will be learning a variety of mathematical processes that will help to deepen our
knowledge of number. We are focussing on doubling, odd and even, numbers 9 and 10, length and height, 3D
shapes
RE - The theme for RE this term is incarnation and our big question is ’Why do Christians put a cross in an Easter
Garden?’ as well as beginning to understand the Easter Story.
PSHE - Self regulation - listening and following instructions
PE - PE this term will be children taking on balance bikes and learning important road safety skills
